Flood damage can have a serious impact on resident health:

o Asthma is the most common chronic condition among
children and is exacerbated byold and moisture! Mold
exposure has been linked with respiratory iliness, such as
asthma, in otherwise healthy childrén.

0 Flooded basements can lead to damaged furnaces,
boilers and hot waters leaving families without adequate
heat in the frigid Michigan winter months.

0 Asbestos exposure can occur when asbestm#taining
products such as insulation, floor tiles or pipe wrap are
deteriorated ordamaged and can cause mesothelioma,
asbestosis and lung cancer.
